_ Empty Buildings / Reduced Activity

Companies will now be operating in different ways and this will mean
that buildings may now be unattended or empty, the following should be
considered;

® Insurers should be notified of changes to business operational activities

*  Security controls should be assessed based on likely periods of
occupancy to ensure they are adequate

e All fire protection, detection, and security systems must remain active
and monitored remotely where possible

e  Secure the entrances - doors and windows can easily be broken,
allowing trespassers to gain entry. More robust measures may be
required, such as steel security doors or window boards

* Prevent access to the site - where your site is open to vehicle access
consider blocking the entrances (fences, barriers or secure gates)

_ Where activity is ongoing at reduced levels then;

®  Risk assessment controls must continue to be followed and
consideration given to the changing risk and supervision levels

* Hazardous work activities and hot-work must be reviewed to ensure
that suitable controls are in place and can be adequately maintained

e Critical maintenance of plant, machinery and equipment is carried
out as necessary

e  External areas are clear of waste and combustible materials

e  Consider waste build-up and the controls needed if waste collection
services are affected
